390TH SMW’S ANNUAL REUNION

The 390Tth SMWMA Board of Directors and members would like to welcome the 308th SMW and the 381st   SMW and the 395thSMS members as well as our 390th SMW returnees or first timers to our Annual Reunion.  We hope you will have as good a time as we have had at our past meetings.

Several events have been arranged to occupy your time but we have left some free time for you to just relax or investigate the area.  Please remember you do not have to attend every activity, choose those that are of interest to you.

First of all the Sheraton Tucson Hotel & Suites at 5151 E. Grant Road will once again be our headquarters and also the venue for the Banquet   A special room rate of $85 for a Deluxe Guest- room and $105 for a 2-room suite has been arranged.  You can make your reservations by calling 800-325-3535 and asking for the Reservations Department.  Please identify yourself as being with the 390TH STRATEGIC MISSILE WING MEMORIAL ASSOCIATION. If you do not register with us, you will not get the special rate or be able to use the Hospitality Room.

HOSPITALITY ROOM:  located on the 4th Floor directly over the Main Lobby, it is elevator accessible.  All drinks/snacks are provided for your enjoyment.  As these are cost-free to you  (supplemented by your registration fees) we require each person wear their badge while visiting the Room.

Wednesday Evening, September 24th is the Gaslight Theater, a must event every time we get together in Tucson.  The Gaslight performs spoofs on well-known and not so well-known plays – a fun time for all.

We’ve only arranged for a limited number of seats and they are right up front.  The cost will be $23.50,

with round trip coach transportation  included.  Little Anthony’s Diner is attached to the theater and offers light food and liquid refreshments for purchase before and during the show.

Thursday Evening, September 25th finds us at the Tanque Verde Guest Ranch for an old-fashioned Western Bar-b-que complete with a roaring fire.  Baby-back ribs and chicken are the fare of the evening.  Dinner, Transportation and Entertainment are included in the price of $47.50 pp.  The ambiance of the Ranch will offer you a chance to relax and meet some new friends.  The Ranch will make available a van for those few who might have difficulty walking the short distance to Cottonwood Grove.

The premier event of the Reunion will be our visit to the Titan Missile Museum on Friday afternoon, September 26th.  The Museum will be closed to the general public thus allowing our group to have private access to the site.  Of course, as the Museum is a National Historic Monument, several rules and regulations will have to be followed, i.e. a limited number of people underground at one time. Handicapped access to level two of the Control Center and the missile silo will be available via the access portal elevator. However, elevator use is limited to no more than six people per group of twenty going underground, so

Please be patient with Museum staff and volunteers while they cycle people through.  We are to have four hours at the Museum, which should allow you enough time to re-visit all the areas you remember from your time in Titan II’s.

The afternoon at the Titan Museum is an all-inclusive price, $34.00 pp, and includes, transportation via coach bus and a meal.  The museum is not charging us any admission fees, however Yvonne Morris (a former 390th Crew Member and now Museum Director) has suggested an additional “Beyond the Blast Door” tour.  This tour will go down to Level 7 where you will be able to walk into the launch duct and stand directly underneath the missile.  Due to the logistics involved with the silo elevator, these tours are limited to 20 people on each tour and must be strictly timed and controlled.  You must be at lease 8 years old to go on this special tour.  Unfortunately, no wheelchairs, walkers, scooters, crutches, canes or walking sticks are allowed. There will be an additional charge of $10 for the “Beyond the Blast Door” tour. 

At this point Yvonne is offering one tour on Thursday (9/25) @ 12:30pm; two on our afternoon at the site on Friday (9/26) @ one 2:30pm and one @ 4:00pm There will be one on Saturday (9/27) @ 9:30am.  Note: for the tours on Thursday and Saturday there is no transportation provided.

The registration form includes an area for you to indicate your interest in going on this tour.  Please circle the tour you are most interested in.  If you miss your scheduled time there will be no make-up tour or refund unless there are openings on later tours.  The tours will be on a “first-come, first served” basis.

Yvonne and her staff keep a well-stocked Gift Shop should you desire to bring home some souvenirs for the grandkids.

Saturday morning (9/27) is the General Meeting at a time to be determined.  The time and place will be posted in the Hospitality Room.

The Banquet Dinner on Saturday evening will be at the Sheraton, our headquarter hotel.
