Do you remember that time when the Door Open light for blast door 6 lit in the middle of the night and there was no one else on site but the crew?  Or the time you had the launch keys out and inserted and you thought life as you knew it was about to end?  Remember how you felt the first time you were dispatched to a missile site for maintenance and you got your first glimpse of an operational Titan II?  Do you remember how much sweat you used to pour out of the boots of your RFHCO suit at the end of a PTS operation in May?   Do you remember what it was like to serve in the Titan II system? 

We want to hear your stories!  The Titan Missile Museum would like to take advantage of the 2008 reunion to record as many oral histories as we can while you’re in Tucson. We need stories from everyone—whether you were in operations, maintenance, security, logistical or administrative support,   whether you were in plans and intelligence, or married to someone on crew, or whether you were a civilian contractor—anyone associated with the Titan II program has an important role to play in the museum’s oral history project.  This will only take an hour of your time at the museum.  This project involves audio recordings only, and the sessions will be recorded in the Archive at the Titan Missile Museum by our Archivist, Chuck Penson.      If you can spare the time during your trip to Tucson, we’d like to try and arrange to interview you.  We’re scheduling one-hour time slots that you can sign up for, beginning at 9am on Wednesday, Sept. 24, and running through 4 pm on Saturday, Sept. 27.  New sessions will begin each hour on the hour, with the first session of each day beginning at 9am, and the last session of each day beginning at 4pm.  There will be no interview sessions at noon on any of the days. On Friday, the 26th, we’ll try to squeeze in an extra interview at 5pm if time permits. 

This is an important project to keep the history of the Titan II program alive.  These histories will become part of the permanent collection at the museum, and they be will available to the public through the museum’s interactive exhibit, the Titan Explorer.  We hope as many of you as possible will agree to be interviewed.
